Australia is  confirmed as the  official  organiser of  the Cambodian National  Street 
Soccer  Team and all  surrounding selection activities  for  the Rio 2010 Homeless 
World  Cup.  This  will  be  held  at  the  Copacabana  Beach,  Rio,  Brazil  from  19-26 
September 2010.

The Homeless World Cup has seen seven world-class,  football  tournaments take 
place across the world: Graz 2003, Gothenburg 2004, Edinburgh 2005, Cape Town 
2006, Copenhagen 2007, Melbourne 2008 and Milan 2009. National representation 
has  grown  from  18  nations  in  2003  to  64  nations  in  2010,  spanning  all  five 
continents of the world.

There are one billion homeless people in our world today. The Homeless World Cup 
exists  to end this  so that everyone has a home.  We promote  social  integration 
through  football  and  create  fresh,  inventive  solutions  to  end homelessness  and 
poverty  worldwide.

This  radical  and  significant  change  happens 
through collaboration with you, our partners based all over the world.
